Au Pair in Austria

Requirements for au pairs in Austria:

1. You should be aged between 18 and 27 years old.

2. You must have learned German for at least 6 months (at school, college, university, language school, etc).

3. You should have some experience in childcare and housework.

4. You must not have previously been an au pair in Austria during the last 5 years.

5. You should be able to agree to stay in Austria for a minimum of 6 months as an au pair.

6. You will be required to provide a clear Police check 

7. Married applicants or applicants with children cannot be accepted on the Au Pair programme.

The Duties of an Au-Pairs.

- You work 20-30 hours per week

- Additionally 2-3 times per week babysitting in the evening

- The main tasks are looking after the children plus some housework

- You should be flexible and should try to integrate yourself into the family

- You must be responsible for the cost of any visa and travel expenses..

-It is your own responsibility to take out accident and health insurance and obtain an E111. Card before departure.

Au Pairs  should receive 

- Pocket money depending on the number of children that you are looking after and where you work in Austria.

- Pocket money varies from 210- 340 Euro pocket money per month

- there may be additionally 50-80 Euro/month depending on the family requirements

-  Au pairs work 20 – 25 hours per week

- The more children you look after, the more pocket money you get. 

- The family are required to pay half of  your language course costs – It is very important that you attend a language course during the first 6 months of your stay.

- You will have your own bedroom

- 3 meals per day on workdays and on your free days  should be provided by the family 

- At least one work complete day each week should be free.

- 25 days (5 weeks) paid vacation during a period of one full year or pro rata..

Documents that you will need  to apply:

- Au pair Application form

- Medical certificate

- 2 Childcare-References

- 1 Character-Reference

- Signed au pair agreement

- Photos, please send us very nice photos of you and with another children

- A “Dear Family” Letter, in German or English – hand written

- Copy of your diploma, or another proof of your German skills, translated in German or English

- Copy of your passport

· If you have already been an au pair in Germany, we also need a copy of your German residence permit

What else is important to know?

Being au-pair in Austria enables you to explore the foreign country and its culture and people.

As an au-pair your are not  just a guest in the family home . You are expected to help the family by doing housework and caring for the children. An au pair has serious responsibilities!

What should you do if you have any  problems

1. Contact our 24/7 hotline

2. Try to discuss the problems with the family

3. If the problems cannot be solved the overseas agent will try to find you a new family and a new au-pair for the host family.

4. You should provide a period of notice of minimum 1 week. During your period of notice  you must continue to do your usual work and you should receive your pocket money as usual.

5. The au-pair MUST NOT leave a family until we have found a new family . The residence permit and insurance is only valid as long as the au pair is living with the family.  . If the Au Pair has  always been responsible and helpful and cared well for the children our agent should be  find a new family very quickly.

7. A “new” family will require a reference from the previous family.

8. It is not always easy during the period whilst you are waiting for new family, but our agent will make every effort to find a successful replacement.

Please note:   All Au pairs is from  NON-EU-Countries , need a new residence permit (Aufenthaltstitel) when changing families. The costs for the new residence permit must be paid by the au pair themselves
