Au pair in Germany 
What Does Au Pair Mean?

Au pair is an original French expression and means a mutual relation  between a young woman or man and a host family :

As an Au pair you help your host family for 30 hours per week to look after their children and to do light housework. As a counterpart you will be integrated into family life and you wil receive free board and lodging and some pocket money.

As an Au pair in Germany you will

1.Improve your knowledge of the German language and prepare yourself for further education and your professional future .You will learn about Germany and the German way of life .

2. You will shape your personality and become  more Independent

3 You will make many new friends of many different nationalities

What is required 

You should :

1. be aged 18 -24 years old and ( EU citizens up to 30 years old ).

2.Be unmarried and have no children

3.Have some knowledge of the German Language

4, Have sufficient childcare experience & be able to provide 2 references (babysitting or other) 

5. You should be able to do some housework and be able to adapt to the host family’s daily life. 

6. Most families prefer a 10 – 12 month stay 9 shorter stay are a possibility .

You will receive 

1. Free board and lodging and pocket money of Euros 260 monthly 

2. Health and Accident Insurance 

3. A monthly travel card & possibility of use of a family car

Free Time 

You will have 1-2 days free each week and 4 weeks paid holiday per year or pro rata

Time to attend a language course – you must pay for this yourself.
